CALL TO ORDER:
8:45 a.m.
REVIEW OF AGENDA:  The meeting was called to order at 8:45.  Committee Chair, Rose Williams, welcomed Committee members.  The Committee chair reviewed the agenda and made note that our presenter, Bill Fuller, needed to leave early due to another commitment so we would move his presentation up on the agenda.  Ms. Williams also noted the Committee’s expressed interest during the December meeting to have a presentation on paratransit services and that we would include this on the June meeting agenda. 
REVIEW OF COMMITTEE MINUTES: Rose Williams, Chairperson, asked for any corrections to the December 2010 minutes.  There were none.  Mary Margaret Cash made a MOTION that the minutes be approved as written and Kenley Mays seconded. The MOTION was carried unanimously.   

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE UPDATE:  Rose Williams and Committee staff, Teri Morgan,  provided an update of the March 15, 2011 Executive Committee meeting.  The Executive Committee instructed Committee chairs to facilitate a review of the draft state plan and, if changes/edits are recommended, the Committee chair should bring those changes to the full Board for approval.  The Executive Committee also asked that committees discuss possible activities associated with state plan objectives that fall into the committee’s purview.  
EASYLIVING HOME UPDATE AND DISCUSSION:
Bill Fuller, President of Virginia Accessible Housing Solutions, Inc. (VAHS), discussed current activities of the EasyLiving Home program and VAHS’s request for 2011 funding from the VBPD in the amount of $10,000.  Mr. Fuller reviewed VAHS’s effective advocacy to encourage the 2011 General Assembly to the increase in the Livable Homes Tax Credit to $5,000 and to expand the credit so that it can now be used by builders.    Mr. Fuller further explained the desire to hire a part-time staff person to educate builders, realtors and others on the ELH program and to develop and execute promotional activities.  The Committee reviewed the letter requesting the funds and Kenley Mays made a MOTION to approve the funding and bring the request to the full Board; Kathleen Vaughn seconded the MOTION and it carried unanimously.   
DISCUSSION OF ACHIEVEMENTS OF STATE PLAN OBJECTIVES:
The committee reviewed and discussed current State Plan Objectives and discussed grant activities relevant to its objectives.  The THA was briefly discussed and the grant activities chart reviewed. The Integrated Dental Services Initiative was discussed.  Staff informed the Committee that an Integrated Dental Services grant representative would be presenting on the grant activities and outcomes during lunch.  

REVIEW OF DRAFT 2012-2016 STATE PLAN:

The CLT Committee reviewed the draft state plan and the objectives that fall in the CLT area of emphasis.  Committee member Kelly Hickok suggested a word change for Health Objective #1 changing the first word “Achieve” to “Promote.”   This recommendation would be brought to the full Board.  There were not any other changes.

REVIEW OF 2011 ASSESSMENT SUMARY OF FINDINGS:

The Committee reviewed and discussed the summary of findings including the recommended changes from the Executive Committee.  The Committee approved changes with one comment that “recession” language should be used at least once acknowledging its occurrence.  It was suggested that it could be used in the section that mentions the reduction of funding to Centers for Independent Living since the reduction was directly related to decreased state revenues.

OTHER BUSINESS:  
No other business was discussed.
