CALL TO ORDER:
8:30 a.m.
REVIEW OF AGENDA:  The meeting was called to order at 8:30.  Committee Chair, Rose Williams, welcomed Committee members.  It was acknowledged that new Committee members were in attendance.  The Committee chair initiated introductions and the agenda was reviewed.

REVIEW OF COMMITTEE MINUTES: Rose Williams, Chairperson, asked for any corrections to the June 2010 minutes.  There were none.  Kenley Mays made a MOTION that the minutes be approved as written and Stephen Joseph seconded. The MOTION was carried unanimously.   

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE UPDATE:  Rose Williams and Committee staff, Teri Morgan,  provided an update of the December 1, 2010 Executive Committee meeting.  The Disability Assessment was discussed.  The Executive Committee asked Committee chairs to obtain 2 volunteers and an alternate to participate on the Ad Hoc Committee responsible for a thorough review of the assessment draft and the development of findings and recommendations.  Ms. Williams reviewed the responsibilities of Ad Hoc Committee members and routed meeting dates asking volunteers to sign up.  Thomas Leach and Jennifer Thornburg to participate and Mary Margaret Cash (by designee Caroline Turner) and Kenley Mays volunteered to alternates.  

DISCUSSION OF ACHIEVEMENTS OF STATE PLAN OBJECTIVES:  The committee reviewed and discussed current State Plan Objectives and discussed grant activities relevant to its objectives.  The THA was discussed and staff informed Committee members that the Governor included the THA Toolkit as a best practice in his Housing Policy Framework.  The Integrated Dental Services Initiative was discussed.  Kelly Hickok shared that at a recent meeting she attended the Integrated Dental Services Initiative was presented and that the outcomes were impressive and the positive impact of the grant obvious.  Current activities of the EasyLiving Home program were reviewed including the recent strategic planning meeting and potential impact of a proposal to increase the Livable Homes Tax credit to $5,000 and to make it available to builders.  
OTHER BUSINESS:  Committee staff shared some information on Logisticare complaints supplied by DMAS for the Disability Assessment.  Staff agreed to identify the localities in each region represented on the form.    
PLANNING FOR NEXT MEETING: Rose Williams asked for suggestions for the next meeting.  Stephen Joseph suggested a discussion on paratransit services and information on how different localities’ organized and managed their services, in particular paratransit services in Lynchburg.  James Toscano shared that in Hampton Roads paratransit services are contracted out to a vendor.  Committee staff will discuss presentation options with the Chair to confirm the agenda for the next meeting.
